The 4-H Youth Development Ideals

1. To experience INDEPENDENCE - By exercising independence through 4-H leadership opportunities,
youth mature in self-discipline and responsibility, learn to better understand themselves and become
independent thinkers.

2. To experience BELONGING - Youth need to know they are cared about by others and feel a sense of
connection to others in the group. Research suggests that a sense of belonging may be the single
most powerful positive ingredient we can add into the lives of children and youth.

3. To experience GENEROSITY - Youth need to feel their lives have meaning and purpose. By
participating in 4-H community service and citizenship activities, youth can connect to communities
and learn to give back to others.

4. To experience MASTERY - In order to develop their self-confidence youth need to feel and believe
they are capable and they must experience success at solving problems and meeting challenges to
develop their self-confidence. By exploring 4-H projects and activities, youth master skills to make
positive career and life choices.

Evaluation of county fair exhibits is one of the connecting links in the chain of learning experiences that convert
the unsure to self-assured, and the awkward to the polished. It is the end of one “learning by doing” cycle and
the start of the next through which 4-H members strive to “make the best better.” It is of the utmost importance
that the youth learn to be able to express themselves to a judge without help from their parents. This is a life
skill that they will use numerous times in the future and what better way to hone their skills than with a positive
youth-adult interaction.



CLUB DISPLAYS AT THE BROOME COUNTY FAIR

“Healthy Choices... and Your World " is the overall theme for County Fair this year. This can be used in
several different ways:

Incorporating it in a club display

Incorporating it in projects that will be exhibited

Making the theme part of a club banner

Making the theme part of a club or individual demonstration
Each club will have a designated space where their club display will be. This system makes it easier for
leaders, parents, members and fairgoers to locate particular clubs, gives more identity to the club and
provides a better way of showcasing club work.
Club leaders, members and parents are responsible for preparing and setting up displays. Display areas
are approximately 10'x10’ and may or may not be along the walls. Each club can use one (1) table for the
display board. 4-H staff will assign locations.
A specific area will be assigned for independent club member exhibits.
Clubs may build their display around the overall theme, “Healthy Choices... and Your World
On Saturday, July 25", between 9:00 am -12:00 pm or Monday, July 27", between 1:00 pm — 4:00 pm,
leaders, members and parents may come in to set up their display. Displays must be in place in by 4:00
p.m., on Monday, July 27th for the opening of the fair.
Club names must be identified on the display boards provided by the 4-H Office.
When developing your plan for setting up a display, consider the purpose of the exhibit and keep in mind
the following goals:

To give club members recognition for their project work

To attract attention and convey a message or "4-H Story".

To promote 4-H in the community
ALL club displays will receive a ribbon award in recognition of their efforts throughout the project year. The
club display area will be judged on Tuesday evening. The best display will be awarded the 4-H Club Award
and the winning club will have their club name added to a special plaque that is on display at Cornell
Cooperative Extension of Broome County.
Displaying your club banner is another effective way of "showing and telling" the public about 4-H. If your
club does not have a banner, now is the time to get one started. The banner may be entered for
evaluation.
Advance registration is needed for setting up club displays. Complete the 4-H Club/Individual Activity
Registration Form in the appendices. (A-1)

CLUB DISPLAY JUDGING

Club displays will be judged on five categories: General appearance (20 pts), power to attract & hold attention
(25 pts), 4-H message told (25 pts), Unity of Message using the “Healthy Choices...and Your World” theme (15
pts) and Materials (15 pts). Each display will be judged and a form will be left at the display for the club
records.



OTHER OPPORTUNITIES FOR YOU TO GET INVOLVED AT THE FAIR

TEEN ASSISTANTS

Opportunities are available to 4-H member’s 12 years of age and older. Registration is required by Tuesday,
June 30" at the 4-H Office. Teen Assistants may receive a premium per day added to their premium check, if
funds are available. Jobs available at this years’ fair are:

4-H Press Corps — Teens working in the Press Corps will put together a Fair Paper that will be sent
to the 4-H members following fair. The Press Corps will complete the paper in full with help from
staff. The Corps staff will write all articles. So if you really like to write, interview, take pictures or
do layouts on the computer this is the job for you.

4-H Welcome Crew — We are looking for some friendly faces that enjoy talking about and promoting
4-H. We have several brochures and packets available to the public about what we do in Broome
County 4-H and we need some teens that like to talk (you know who you are!!) that are willing to
hang-out in the building and talk to the public when they come through.

Poultry/Rabbit Leader— Those rabbits sure know how to eat and go, if you know what we mean!

We sure could use some teens to help clean the general area and keep an eye on the smallest of
our animal friends at the fair. Answer questions from the general public. Help younger youth
throughout the week.

Teen Evaluator Assistants — Are you organized, like working with other youth and adults, want to
get ideas for projects for next year? Teens that assist during evaluation will work with judges during
the exhibit judging.

Show Announcer — Do you like to talk and be part of educational experience for the public? Then
this is the job opportunity for you. We are looking for individuals to help announce shows at the
Broome County Fair. We will train you in the basics of announcing and also supply you with basic
information about the class you are announcing. So why not come out a put your best voice forward
at the Broome County Fair.

Show Assistant — Looking for individuals who like to do the behind the scenes work. This is a job
involves an individual with assisting 4-H staff in setting up for the show and making sure the correct
individuals are in the show ring at the right time. You will learn that there is a lot of work goes into a
show before the show even starts.

If any of these opportunities sound interesting to you, just fill out the Teen Application Form and turn into the 4-
H Office by Tuesday, June 30™.

CLUB ACTIVITY OR DEMONSTRATION

Each Club must run one required, 30-minute activity. The object of this activity is to have 4-H clubs
show the public something they have done in a 4-H educational project or activity. The club may
demonstrate any project or activity of your choice, during the fair. The activity should be a
demonstration of a hands-on project that will get the public involved. Complete the 4-H Club/
Individual Activity Registration Form. (A-1)

4-H YOUTH AND FAMILY ACTIVITIES

This year 4-H at the Broome County Fair, the 4-H Office will be offering a variety of activities for 4-H
youth and their families to take part in each night starting at 8:00 p.m., in the Livestock Pavilion/Youth
Building. A complete list of these events will be provided to all members and club leaders before the
fair begins and they will also be listed in the Youth Building. For now, we are going to keep things a
secret, but we will share with you that the return of the Barnyard Track-N-Field competition will be
back for another year.

CLOVERBUD PARTICIPATION

Cloverbuds are encouraged to exhibit at County Fair. Cloverbuds must fill out the green entry cards
made specifically for Cloverbuds. Talking to the judge is an important part of the learning experience
for Cloverbuds. All Cloverbuds receive green ribbons for participation. No premiums are issued to
Cloverbuds. Those planning to exhibit animals should check the respective sections for details.
Animal Cloverbuds exhibits will have the following classes as well as the costume classes:

FITTING AND SHOWMANSHIP - in Dairy Goat, Rabbit, Dairy & Beef Cattle, Sheep & Swine,
Alpaca & Llama.

CONFORMATION CLASS - all animals in a species shown together, all animals are to be
under 1 year of age, except for Sheep, Dairy Goat, Rabbit & Poultry, Alpaca & Llama.
Cloverbud horse exhibitors should check the Horse Class List.

DOG OBEDIENCE - Cloverbuds will have a Grooming & Handling and Tricks classes only.



CAMPING REGISTRATION

4-H Broome County Fair participants who wish to camp must pay a $20.00 camping fee. This fee is
for one night or for the entire fair week, and is payable whether you are using a camper, tent or trailer.

To register, indicate that you will be camping on the Camping Registration Form (A-5). Livestock
must be entered and shown in order to reserve a camp site. Please make your camping fee payable
to "Cornell University Cooperative Extension - Broome County" and send to the 4-H Office along with
your entries. We will supply you with a camping pass, along with your regular fair passes.

CAMPING AREA POLICY
The 4-H Office will designate camping spots by number. Campsites are located along the front of the
Dairy Cattle Barn and behind the Arena/Animal Barn, along the fence. The following rules apply:
There will be a limit of one camping site per family and that family must be showing animals in
order to reserve a site.
Exhibitors must sleep in the places provided, obey the rules pertaining to these
accommodations and be responsible to their assigned chaperone.
All other youth staying on the grounds must have a person or family with whom they will be
staying. A completed "Parental Permission” slip must be mailed to the 4-H Office by
June 30th.
Camping set-ups behind the Arena/Animal Barn will have a maximum of 20 feet in length.
Camping set-ups behind the Arena/Animal Barn must maintain a minimum of a 12-foot width
between themselves and the Arena/Animal Barn.
Campers may not set up overhead wires or lines between themselves and the barn.
Horses using the route behind the Arena/Animal Barn must be walked.
All washing of animals must be done at the designated wash racks.
No campers over 25 feet in length. NO EXCEPTIONS

Please be aware that you may not get your first choice of camp site as the 4-H staff may need to
make changes in order to provide everyone a camp site that requests one based on the number of
sites available. However, we will take into account the date/time that the original request was
received when making camp site assignments.

Controlled substances (drugs, alcohol, etc.) and inappropriate physical contact with other persons are
not permitted on the fairgrounds. A parent/guardian will be contacted to come and remove any youth
from the fairgrounds that may be in violation of this rule.

PARKING POLICY

As per the Broome County Fair Board, no parking, unloading or picking up will be allowed around the
4-H Building on entry day, during the week, or on release day. All vehicles must park on the infield in
order to ensure a safe parking situation and control congestion. Animal exhibitors who will be on the
fairgrounds the entire week may be given a parking pass as the number of permits allows.

Please register for these contests on the form in the
back of the Broome County Fair Book. Be creative, original and have fun! There will be categories for

Cloverbuds, Juniors, Seniors and Parents/Leaders.

GETTING YOUR PROJECTS READY FOR THE FAIR - GENERAL REGULATIONS
Decide which items you have made this year in your 4-H projects that you would like to exhibit at the fair.
Select only your best projects for judging and exhibit at the fair.
Youth will only be allowed two exhibits per class, unless otherwise noted in the class description.
Additional exhibits for the same class number will not be judged. No exceptions.
No entry fees are charged in this department.
Before the fair, prepare your projects for display.
Wash, press and mend any sewing, knitting or crocheting projects you plan to enter. Check for loose
threads, secure buttons or snaps. Be sure it looks brand new. Bring clothing in garment bag to prevent
soiling during transport.
Practice making any food projects you plan to enter.
Carefully select and prepare any vegetable or flower projects you plan to enter.
Take a close look at craft, woodworking or electrical projects to be sure they are in top form and do not
need repairing.

EXHIBIT CARDS: ALL EXHIBITS FOR THE YOUTH BUILDING MUST HAVE A COMPLETED PROJECT
RECORD FORM IN ORDER TO BE SHOWN AND JUDGED AT THE 2009 BROOME COUNTY FAIR
Request enough entry cards from your 4-H Club Leader to put one card on each project. Junior and Senior
Members (Age 9+) use white cards. Cloverbuds use green cards. Be sure to obtain your EXHIBITOR
NUMBER FROM YOUR LEADER.
Projects will be evaluated in the 4-H Building. They must remain in place until 6:00 p.m. on Sunday,
August 2", No advanced entries.
All exhibits are to be removed between 6:00-7:00 p.m., Sunday, August 2. Exhibits left after 7:00 p.m. can
be picked up at the 4-H Office on Monday, August 3. If items are picked up before 6 p.m. your premiums
will be forfeited.
Exhibit tags and identification tags must be filled out completely and securely attached to each entry.
Exhibit tags are available through your 4-H Club Leader, or the 4-H office for independent members.
You are expected to participate in your project evaluation. You will talk to the judge about your project.
This is an important part of the 4-H learning experience. It is to your advantage because you can explain
why you did certain things and what you learned by completing the project. The judges are there to help
members "make the best better." This applies to both Cloverbuds and traditional 4-H members.
Parent may only accompany Cloverbuds to the judging tables to provide support. However, they should
not answer the questions from the judge. We want to help the Cloverbuds learn hot to interact with other
caring, supportive adults. Parents MAY NOT accompany their children who are Juniors and Seniors (9
years old and up) to the judges unless they have previous permission from the 4-H staff.
PLEASE NOTE: Members who cannot be present when their exhibits are evaluated must inform their
leader, who will issue approval for their exhibits to be judged. HOWEVER, if a member cannot be present
to talk one-on-one with a judge, a 3x5 identification card, together with a properly filled out exhibit tag, must
be attached to each exhibit, listing the following information:

*Exhibitor's Name *Name of Article *Materials Used *New Skills Learned
Exhibits presented without the ID Tag or do not meet the specified requirements will be marked down one
placing.

A Premium Payment Voucher must be filled out for all exhibits (building and animal). (See Appendices,
A-4) When each exhibit is judged, the evaluator will initial the form and indicate the ribbon award. These
forms must be turned into a 4-H Staff person to obtain a gate pass to return on Sunday and pick up
exhibits.




PREMIUMS: The awarding of premiums will be based on the availability of funds in this years Broome County
Fair budget. There is a chance that premiums will not be available this year, but the Broome County Fair
Board is doing their best to ensure that premiums are still available to youth that earn a Blue or Red ribbon.

Excellent exhibits will receive a Blue award and cash premium. Good exhibits will receive a Red award
and a cash premium. PREMIUM CHECKS SHOULD BE CASHED IMMEDIATELY AFTER THEY ARE
RECEIVED!!

READ YOUR FAIR BOOK CAREFULLY TO MAKE SURE YOU ARE ENTERING EXHIBITS IN THE
CORRECT SECTION AND UNDER THE CORRECT CLASS NUMBER!!!

All premium forms and exhibit tags must be filled out completely before approaching a judge.

STATE FAIR EXHIBIT SELECTION PROCESS

Items exhibited in the building will be eligible to go to the New York State Fair. The judges will recommend
projects that they feel display mastery of the skills needed for those project areas. The 4-H Staff will then look
at the recommendations from the judges and make a final decision of the projects that will be invited to
advance to the State Fair for evaluation. The number of items that can be taken to the state fair is limited and
not all the recommended items are guaranteed to go. Items will be marked with a state fair sticker prior to the
end of the fair. When the youth come to pick up their exhibits on Sunday the youth will be given paper work
needed to enter their projects at the state fair.

Youth that have exhibits advancing to the State Fair will receive a packet of information when they pick up their
exhibits on the last day of the county fair. Youth must pick up exhibits from the youth building at 6 p.m.

on Sunday, August 2 ". Projects will need to be packed up extremely well and labeled with the youth’s name
and name of items in the box before they are dropped off at the Cooperative Extension for transport to the
state fair. Exhibits that are not packaged properly for travel to the state fair, and labeled appropriately

with the Exhibitor Information Statement, will not be transported to the state fair.  If you have any
guestions about how you should package your exhibit for transport to the state fair, please contact Kelly
Adams.

1. EXHIBITS — Attractive educational exhibits. Individual/Group/County Exhibit. (One premium per exhibit.)
A. Youth Community Action Display representing any/all phases of the Youth Community Action
Lifecycle: Education; Service; Community Service; Service Learning; Community Development. Exhibit
must include project summary documenting action plan and project outcome to more fully inform public
of nature of project and effects the project has had on the individual and/or club, community or world.
Exhibit may visually display the entire project or highlight certain parts.

B. Poster display representing innovative/non-traditional 4-H youth development activities and/or
programs. This is an opportunity to showcase new and exciting programming efforts that are happening
outside of traditional 4-H club programs (different types of outreach, working with new
audiences/diverse youth audiences, collaborations with other youth organizations, 4-H after school
programming, etc.)

2. PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS/DEMONSTRATIONS - 4-H Youth Building ONLY — A unique opportunity for
youth ages 8 — 19 years of age to showcase their talents. Participants may use any type of communication
style: Demonstration, Illustrated Talk, Speech, Recitation, Dramatic Interpretation, Song or Dance to showcase
their particular skills and abilities. Program is designed to attract the public to want to sit, listen and learn. This
is a great opportunity to share individual/group talent with a general audience and to get people excited about
4-H. Youth must register with 4-H office by Tuesday, June 30™. The presentations done at county fair will
count towards participation in the public presentation program.

3. OPEN CLASS - Class is an option for exhibits deemed by the County to be worthwhile but fall outside the
categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of the Extension 4-H
educator.

If the release was printed, please include a copy,
indicating date of release and title of publication.

B. Record Books  All record books should include a cover page with exhibitor name, age, club and county.

B1 4-H Scrap Book and/or Scrap Books using Scrapbooking technique, showing current year
projects and activities. Exhibits will be evaluated for appearance and creativity only




B2 4-H Achievement/Record Book — a collection of items (pictures, ribbons and record sheets)
assembled to demonstrate involvement in projects and activities during current 4-H year.
Achievement/Record Books will be evaluated on completeness, accuracy of information, organization,
neatness and overall readability.

B3 4-H Portfolio - Portfolio should include completed NYS Portfolio Summary Document found in
Club Management Notebook, (Tab #4, Section 5-5 Record Keeping: Tool 5C), appropriate record
sheets, and a 4-H Story documenting member participation and evidence of growth through
involvement in the 4-H program for the current year. The 4-H Story is a significant and important part of
the Portfolio. Over time the portfolio represents cumulative NYS Portfolio Summary Documents from
previous years’ involvement. Individual project records from previous years, pages of pictures and
actual ribbons should not be included in the Portfolio. Exhibit will be judged on ability of exhibitor to
clearly record information, the ease at which evaluator is able to understand scope of experiences and
involvement and the overall 4-H story.

B4 Reflective Essay — A written essay represents a young person’s ability to reflect on what they’ve
learned through participation in 4-H youth development programs, projects and activities. Reflective
essay will be evaluated using the following criteria: evidence of life skill development through
experiential learning (Do, Share, Process, Generalize, Apply); meaningful documentation of the impact
that 4-H has had in exhibitor’s life; and adequate information for evaluator to comprehend this skills and
abilities learned. Exhibitors are expected to pay attention to formatting, spelling and grammar usage.
Exhibits will be evaluated according to individual age and level of development.

C. Creative Writing _— Creative writing is a term used to distinguish certain imaginative or different
types of writing from generic writing. Creative Writing includes but is not limited to: fiction, drama for
stage or screen; poetry; screenwriting (writing for movies); self-exploratory writing (e.g. autobiography);
writing that self-consciously mixes these or other genres. Source:

http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Creative writing. Creative writing will be evaluated on content, standard
punctuation and grammar, rhyme (if applicable), use of expressions, actions or objects appropriately,
clichés, dialogue and overall “tone” of the written piece.

2. POSTERS AND 3-DIMENSIONAL DISPLAYS - Educational posters/3-dimensional displays — Exhibit
should be self-explanatory through the use of appropriate captions, signs or labels and should be limited to
approximately card table size. Exhibit will be evaluated on content, illustration, organization, clarity, visual
appeal and readability. All exhibits must include a written summary to help evaluator understand purpose
and/or outcome

2A. Public Presentation Posters — posters must be accompanied by a

descriptive summary so that evaluator clearly understands why/how poster was used.

2B. Poster/Exhibit : Individual or Group — a series of posters (at least 14" x 22”) /photos (8" x 10”) or
three-dimensional exhibit representing any aspect of 4-H Youth Development projects and/or activities.
2C. Displays demonstrating the theme “4-H Takes Yo u Places” . Exhibitor may use any suitable
materials or photographs to demonstrate to the public that 4-H can take you places (literally or
figuratively). Display should incorporate some text to help fairgoers understand what 4-H youth
development is all about.

3. PICTURES OF 4-H PROJECTS, ACTIVITIES AND TRIPS — ANY SIZE
Please follow general information guidelines of Section D, Visual Arts. More than one display per exhibitor may
be entered. Images will be evaluated based on design, ability to tell a story and marketing appeal.



4. 4-H BANNERS
Size: 2' x 4’ minimum
Designed to hang vertically or horizontally or to be carried horizontally
Must be equipped with a dowel on top suitable for hanging or carrying
Any assembly technique can be used
Must incorporate the 4-H Clover
5. PERFORMING ARTS — Exhibits should illustrate the exhibitor’s involvement in performing arts. Involvement
may be as a performer, technical support staff, review or observer.
5A. Prop - any object or material constructed by the exhibitor for use in a production. Examples:
backdrop, scenery, puppet, mask, etc. Note: Costumes are evaluated in Textiles and Clothing classes.
5B. Script_— an original sketch, scene or play written by the exhibitor.
5C. Documentation — notebook, posters or 3-dimensional exhibits about involvement in live
performances.
5D. Other_— any performing arts exhibit or project falling outside the categories described above.
6. Open Class is an option for exhibits deemed by the County Educator to be worthwhile but fall outside the
categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of the Extension
educator.

Exhibiting 4-H projects provides opportunities for youth recognition as well as learning experiences, beyond the
county level. Exhibits also provide a venue from which the public can gain a sense of the breath and depth of
4-H project activities.

General Guidelines:
Items entered in this section should include information on the following:
- Where will the item be used
What is the color scheme of the room
What will the item be used for
Where did you get your ideas from (name of 4-H Project)

WOODEN FURNITURE & FURNITURE ACCESSORIES

1. FURNITURE WITH A PAINTED/NATURAL FINISH such as chair, table, chest, bookcase, etc. that is
new and/or unfinished, refinished or constructed by exhibitor.

2. WOODEN ACCESSORY ITEM WITH PAINTED OR NATURAL FI NISH such as a shelf, magazine
rack, picture frame, wooden bowl etc. Emphasis in this class is the restoration and not the actual
construction of the exhibit.

3. CHAIR OR STOOL WITH NEW SEATING . Frame may be new, unfinished, restored, refinished by
exhibitor. May have a painted or natural finish. Seat may be upholstered, caned, etc.

4. CHAIR SEAT. Items as in previous class except that only the seating will be evaluated.




FABRIC FURNISHINGS

5. MAJOR FURNISHING ITEMS MADE OF FABRIC - quilt, bedspread, coverlet, dust ruffle, curtains,
draperies, slipcovers etc.

6. FABRIC ACCESSORY such as pillow, wall hanging, windsock, placemats, napkins, tablecloth,
macramé and needlework items including needlepoint, bargello, counted cross-stitch, latchhooking,
crewel embroidery, candlewicking, knitting and crocheting etc.

7. AGROUP OR CLUB PROJECT - Group or Club Project such as a quilt, wall hanging etc. (Club
Banners see Communications and Expressive Arts classes.)

8. EMBELLISHED FURNISHING - items such as placemats and lampshades that have been changed by
adding fabric, painted design or other embellishments.

OTHER HOME ACCESSORIES

9. HOME STORAGE - laundry bags, shoebags, locker caddies, travel storage, cardboard storage units,
etc.

10. ROOM ACCESSORIES - bulletin board, fabric décor, lampshade, picture frame (may be non sewn
items).

11. TABLE SETTING EXHIBIT — An entry should include table setting for at least 2 people, menu, short
story about the specific occasion the setting is for, table cloth, place mats, napkins (may be artfully
displayed/folded), centerpiece and table decoration as appropriate to complete the table setting.
Exhibits should be displayed on a small table such as a card table (provided by exhibitor). The exhibit
should remain in place during the full time period.

HOME ENVIRONMENT OPEN CLASS
12. OPEN CLASS is an option for exhibits deemed by the County to be worthwhile but fall outside the
categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of the Extension
4-H educator.

SECTION DB — FINE ARTS & CRAFTS — ALL EXHIBITS FOR THE YOUTH BUI LDING MUST HAVE A
COMPLETED PROJECT RECORD FORM IN ORDER TO BE SHOWN AND JUDGED AT THE 2009
BROOME COUNTY FAIR.

General Guidelines:
- This section is limited to items designed by the participant.
Crafts made from commercially available kits should be exhibited in Home Environment.
Art Objects must be in good condition, ready for display. Small, delicate, fragile items should be
displayed in a display box. Objects whose ultimate use is to hang on the wall must have mountings
on them and be ready for hanging.

FINE ARTS

13. PAINTINGS, DRAWINGS, GRAPHICS/PRINTS - Art work is to be signed, matted and framed.
DRAWING — Expressive work in pencil, charcoal pencil, felt tip pen, stick charcoal, crayon, colored
chalk or pastel, brush and ink.

PAINTING — Expressive work in oil, watercolor, acrylics or mixed media, i.e., watercolor and ink, acrylic
and chalk, acrylic and collage, etc.
GRAPHICS/PRINTS — Any printing process that duplicates one or more identical images.




SCULPTURE - Materials may be wood, stone, clay, original cast plaster, paper- mache, metal (sheet
or wire), fibers, fabric, or fiber glass, or a combination of these. Processes may be carved, modeled,
fired, soldered, glued, molded, laminated, nailed, or sewn.

CRAFTS

14. CRAFTSMANSHIP - An exhibit shall consist of one of the following:
CERAMICS, POTTERY - Obijects of clay, fired and/or glazed, hand built, wheel thrown, cast from
original mold. No pre-forms permitted.
HOBBY CERAMICS — Any form cast from a commercial mold or pre-form.
FIBER, FABRIC — Original design objects of 2 or 3 dimensions of fibers and/or fabrics used singly or in
combination, employing any of the following techniques: weaving; knotting; needle arts; string art;
sewing; etc.
LEATHER — Using no pattern. Objects can be tooled, carved, molded, stamped, laced, stitched and/or
riveted and be combined with other materials.
GLASSWORK — Etched and stained glass.
METAL — Jewelry and objects of metal(s) used singly or in combination with other materials such as
other metals, plastics, wood, ground stones, bone, enamel. Objects can be made by the following
processes: etched; engraved; tooled or molded.
MOSAICS — Two- or three-dimensional objects using clay tile, glass, stone, natural and found
materials.
TIE-DYEING/BATIK — Processes: tie-dyeing; utilize knotting and folding techniques and 2 or more
colors. Bleaching is acceptable. Processes: batik; utilize the immersion or outline fill-in techniques of
wax resist with 2 or more colors. No fabric paints or scribbles.
WOOD AND/OR PAPER — Processes: carving; gluing; inlay; cutting; tearing; layering; (origami) folding.

HERITAGE ART, CRAFTS AND DOCUMENTATION

Include the following with the exhibit:
1. Source of traditional design (specific ethnic group or family)
2. Design plan/chart and historical background as appropriate.

Emphasis in the heritage art, crafts and documentation is on personal growth and knowledge through learning
about a cultural heritage. It is based on research of traditional designs, methods and materials as well as
learning the necessary skills.

15. HERITAGE ART EXHIBIT — shall consist of one of  the following:

* HERITAGE ART AND CRAFTS - Traditional objects using materials, methods and/or decoration based
on a continuation of ethnic art or handed down from one generation to another. Example, stencil created by
exhibitor.

* PROCESSED NATURAL FIBERS — Natural fibers processed for use.

* HERITAGE DOCUMENTATION — Documentation of family or community history, buildings, methods of
processing and/or use. Cite references.

NOTE: Photographic documentation is in photography classes.

FINE ARTS & CRAFTS OPEN CLASS
16. OPEN CLASS is an option for exhibits deemed by the County to be worthwhile but fall outside the
categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of the Extension
4-H educator.

18. “BABY-SITTER’S KIT ” including games, toys and safety materials needed
while caring for a baby, toddler or preschooler. Include explanation of planned use of articles in Kit.

CHILD DEVELOPMENT/CARE OPEN CLASS
19. OPEN CLASS is an option for exhibits deemed by the County to be worthwhile but fall outside the

categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of the Extension
4-H educator.

State Clothing Revue garments may not be entered in any of these classes, but may be evaluated
for comment only. Note evaluation request on exhibit card and let 4-H staff know.
For all classes in Textile and Clothing exhibitor must include the following:
name or source of pattern
fiber content of item when available
care label information; and
if a kit is used for down or fiberfill items or outdoor equipment (i.e., parka, hood,
booties, sleeping bag, tent) this must be stated.
Where did you get your ideas from (name of 4-H Project?)

No kits are allowed for the original pattern and design class.
Projects selected to go to State Fair should be age and experience appropriate.
All items in this section, will be judged by clothing educators

WEARABLE SEWN ITEMS

20. CLOTHING - (Note guidelines above) any beginner, intermediate or advanced level sewn garment —
guidelines are included below to assist member and evaluator in judging the skills of the 4-H member.
Pieces of a coordinated outfit should be entered as one entry.

Beginning skill members (skills may include seams, pressing, casing for elastic, facing, hems, raglan
and dolman sleeves, straps or belt loops, gathering and waistband.

Intermediate skill members (skills may include gathering, collar, set-in sleeves, plackets and cuffs,
zipper, pockets, pleats, plaid, shaps, hook/eye machine buttonholes)

Advanced skill members (skills may include specialty fabrics, plaids and stripes, lining, bound
buttonholes, welt pockets, tailoring).

WEARABLE ACCESSORIES, SEWN - an item created by the exhibitor, which has a decorative and/or
functional purpose.

HISTORICALLY ACCURATE CLOTHING, SEWN - clothing made using materials and construction
techniques appropriate for period clothing. Exhibit does not have to use the exact fabric or technique
but there should be evidence of effort.

COSTUMES made using materials and construction techniques appropriate for the costume design
and use. For example if the costume is to be worn only once in a school play, the “look” of it from a
distance will be more important than neat sewing.

RECYCLED GARMENTS - examples include remodeled or renovated garments..

NON-APPAREL, SEWN

NON-APPAREL, SEWN — examples include outdoor equipment such as backpack, tent, sleeping bag;
articles for a horse such as saddle pad, cooling sheet, saddle bags or recreational items such as kites
and toys. For reference see the 4-H Curriculum Simple Gifts and The Flight/Fabric Connection.

TEXTILE ARTS

TEXTILE ARTS - Apparel made using a form of textile art other than sewing. Iltems may be crocheted,
knitted, woven, tie-dyed, etc.

ORIGINAL PATTERN DESIGN

WEARABLE OR NON-WEARABLE ITEMS DESIGNED AND CON STRUCTED BY EXHIBITOR
(designs may be made by hand, by computer or combinations/design alterations of purchased patterns.
Include pattern and description.

PURCHASED GARMENT

PURCHASED GARMENT - entries in this class should reflect wise consumer decision-making.
Garment or outfit must be accompanied by an 8 ¥2" x 11” information notebook. The notebook must
include the following (1) color photo of entrant wearing garment or outfit — label photo with name,
county and color of complexion, hair and eyes; (2) cost of garment — include price tags or information,
itemized comparison of cost to make garment — consider cost of fabric, notions, pattern, labor, etc. (3)
story that describes: a) why garment was purchased; b) how it fits into wardrobe; c) fabric structure,
fiber content and care; d) simple accessories selected; and e) activities for which garment will be worn.
For reference see the 4-H Curriculum Clothing Decisions.

TEXTILE & CLOTHING OPEN CLASS

All baked entries must have been baked from scratch by the exhibitor. No ready made refrigerated or
frozen doughs or box mixes are permitted.

No exhibits requiring refrigeration (cream or custard-based pies, cakes) are allowed.

Our goal is to encourage the mastery of skills. Fewer ingredients generally means a simpler recipe. The
more experienced 4-H member is encouraged to exhibit a more difficult recipe. Exhibitors are also
encouraged to not exhibit in the same class year after year. Again, this is to demonstrate mastering of
new skills.

Please do your best to demonstrate good nutritional choices in your recipe.

Remove all items from baking pans (except pies) and exhibit on paper plates or foil-wrapped
cardboard. Exhibit must be covered with plastic resealable baggies — no plastic wrap. Do not bake
muffins or cupcakes in paper liners.

Include recipe card (product name, ingredients, preparation steps, yield) with all baked entries. Indicate
how the recipe was modified to make it healthier.

An exhibit is: 3 samples of small items (cookies, muffins, cupcakes, rolls, breadsticks, pretzels or
similar products); ¥z of large item (loaf bread, cake, coffee cake or similar products); or whole item if
needed to convey appearance of product (pie, turtle-shaped bread or similar products).

Each exhibit must also include information regarding indicating new skills mastered and nutritional
choices made.

HEALTHY LIVING

HEALTHY SNACK - this may be an actual food exhibit, poster, photos or may include faux food. The
idea is to prepare an example of a healthy snack that you might have yourself or may prepare for
friends. Actual food exhibits must be able to be presented without the need of refrigeration. Examples
of Healthy Snacks: veggie platter, smoothie, cheese and crackers, fruit kabobs. Information should be
presented about serving size and the nutritional value of the snack

PACKED LUNCH - entry is to be presented in a lunch bag or box (always good to think about how this
will be displayed at the county booth). Display may include photos or pretend food, if actual items will
not hold up. Information must be included on the following: a) Dietary needs of individual that lunch is
for (aka: a 3rd grader will require less food than a high school athlete); b) Facilities available for keeping
lunch (aka: will this be used on a trail ride? Lunchroom? Do you need a microwave in order to prepare?
Etc.); ¢) Nutritional value of the lunch packed (consider this when you decide what is going in the
packed lunch).

MENU FOR A DAY - The menu should include complete listing of all meals and shacks that would be
eaten over a one-day period. A description of individual or family for whom meals are intended must be
included. Typed exhibit with photos is recommended, creativity is encouraged.

COOKIES

DROP OR HAND-SHAPED, PRESSED - Examples: drop-chocolate chip,

applesauce, oatmeal; hand-shaped peanut butter, snickerdoodles, crinkles. No

frosting; hand-shaped cookies can be rolled in sugar.

PAN-BAKED, ROLLED OR REFRIGERATOR - Examples: date bar, pumpkin bar, brownies or other
batter cookie (not layered pan cookies). No frosting or added decorations that are not part of the batter.

MUFFINS, BISCUITS & BREADS (NO YEAST)

MUFFINS Plain, whole wheat, cornbread, bran, apple, or other. No toppings.
BISCUITS OR SCONES. Plain, whole grain, flavored, or other shaped (rolled
& cut) biscuits or scones. No toppings.
LOAF BREAD (not yeast leavened). Banana, blueberry, apple, pumpkin, or other bread baked in a loaf
pan.
YEAST BREADS

YEAST ROLLS. Plain, whole grain, flavored, or other yeast rolls of any shape;
does not include fancy rolls with fillings or frosting.

YEAST BREAD. Plain, whole grain, flavored, or other, baked in a loaf pan.
SHAPED BREAD . An exhibit is any small (such as pretzels or breadsticks), or
large (such as animal shaped) hand shaped bread. Plain, whole grain, flavored,
or other; does not include fancy yeast breads with fillings or frosting.

OTHER BAKING CLASSES

BAKING LIGHT - An exhibit is sample of any baked product that is made with

less fat and total calories by (1) modifying a recipe (include original and revised

recipe); (2) using an already modified recipe; (3) making a traditionally low fat

product such as angel food cake. The recipe and explanation of why it is low in

fat must be included. Cookies, loaf bread, cake, cupcake, coffee cake, muffins,

pies, or other baked items.

GROWN IN NEW YORK - An exhibit is sample of any baked product that

contains a fruit or vegetable grown in New York State and must include: (a)

recipe, (b) explanation of ingredient grown in New York, including where it was

grown and purchased and if it was preserved for later use, and a statement about the nutritional value
of the item produced in New York. Source of ingredient

can be garden, U-pick or roadside stand, farmers market, or any market if source

can be identified. Cookies, muffins, bread, cake, cupcakes, coffee cake, pie or

other baked items.

HERITAGE FOODS - An exhibit is sample of any baked item associated with

family traditions or history and must include: (a) recipe and (b) family history

and traditions associated with the food. Cookies, muffins, bread, cake, cupcakes,

coffee cake, pie, or other baked items.

INTERNATIONAL FOODS - An exhibit is sample of any baked item associated

with customs and traditions of a country or population of the world and must

include: (a) recipe, (b) historical background or context, and (c) traditions associated with preparing,
serving, and eating the food. Cookies, muffins, bread, cake, cupcake, coffee cake, pie, or other baked
items.

RECIPE COLLECTIONS

HEALTHY RECIPE COLLECTION - An exhibit is at least 6 recipes (displayed

in a box, notebook, or file folder; can include photos or illustrations) that provide needed nutrients while
limiting fat and total calories. For each recipe state: (1) relationship of key ingredients to Food Guide
Pyramid; (2) nutritional benefit; (3)

source of recipe; (4) how well it was liked; (5) any changes you would make in the recipe. All recipes
must be collected and made during the current enroliment year.



46. HERITAGE RECIPE COLLECTION - An exhibit is at least 10 recipes
(displayed in box, notebook, or file folder; can include photos or illustrations) that depicts family or local
history. For each recipe state: (1) source of recipe; (2) history related to recipe; (3) traditions related to
preparing, serving, and eating the food. For 4 of the 10 recipes, indicate how well it was liked after
making it. The collection should represent one or more generations older than you and can be collected
from family, friends, or other community sources. All recipes must be collected and at least 4 of the 10
prepared during the current enrollment year.

PRESERVED FOODS

47. PRESERVED FOODS - Any processed food, including dried foods, will be evaluated based on
appearance and process used. If there is a concern about food safety, the entry may not be tasted.
Process must be described.

Criteria for Exhibiting Home Canned Foods
All canned foods must be processed in standard clear-glass canning jars with self-sealing, two piece
lids.
Jars must have a vacuum seal. Jars must be exhibited and judged without screw-bands.
Jars must be labeled with contents, date preserved and type of processing (boiling water or pressure),
time of process, and altitude adjustment. (Time and method of process should agree with USDA/PNW
recommendations.)
Appropriate head space requirements must be followed: Fruit Juices — % inch; Vegetables - 2 to 1
inch; James & Jellies — ¥ inch; Pickles — Y2 inch; Tomatoes — ¥z inch.
The following entries will be disqualified:
a) foods processed and packaged not following current (1989 or later) USDA/PNW
recommendations;
b) Paraffin sealed jams and jellies;
¢) Jars with zinc lids;
d) Foods-in green glass jars or non standardized jars;
e) Foods that have been improperly processed or packed;
f) Jars with more than 2" headspace;
g) Jars with added color, bleach, sulfite or other preservatives. (For example, baking soda may not
be added to green vegetables and acids may not be added to non-pickled foods with the exception
of tomatoes and figs.)
Exhibit consists of 1 standard clear-glass canning jar with self-sealing, two piece lid. Foods in green
glass jars or non standardized jars (like baby food, mayonnaise, etc.) will be disqualified.

DRIED / DEHYDRATED FOODS

fitting lids. Foods in unapproved containers or more than one year old will not be judged. Entry card should
include method of drying, pre-treatment method (if used), source of directions and date of preparation.

A recipe and written description of the process used for creating the item must be
included.

GENERAL INFORMATION
Visual Arts/Photography exhibits must have been taken by the exhibitor as part of a 4-H program during the
current year and should reflect a meaningful, thoughtful process.
IMPORTANT — One exhibit per class/per exhibitor  with no more than two exhibits per exhibitor overall in
Visual Arts/Photography Section.
- Visual Arts exhibits will be evaluated on technical quality, composition, story telling ability and
preparation of exhibit.
No photograph or digital image shall be smaller than 3 ¥2" x 3 %4".
Exhibit must be titled or captioned to assist the viewer to interpret the message.
Preparation of photo for exhibit should demonstrate good workmanship and use of materials. Exhibit
should be mounted on a sturdy background, not in a commercial picture frame.

SINGLE PHOTO - COLOR

PHOTO STORY — Narrative or informational presentation using images as illustrations to communicate

story or document a process. Consists of 4 to 8 photographs of similar size with identifying or

informational captions to tell a story or document a process. Exhibit may include a short narrative

telling the story that the images are illustrating. Some photo stories require a supporting narrative,

conversely, most narrative work is better supported by a group of images. Exhibit will be judged on

informational/narrative quality of photographs, relevance to and integration with the story, technical

quality of the photographs and quality of the overall presentation.

4. PHOTO STUDY CLASS - Consist of one of the following:

A. Four photos demonstrating four methods of isolating the subject; not more than three objects
permitted in each photo.

B. Four Close-up photos with a different main light source in each - front, side, back and diffuse.

C. Four photos - each to illustrate one idea, i.e., hidden lines and shapes, framing, patterns,
perspective or texture. Show differences - same topic, different location, angles, etc.

VIDEO PROJECT - Please note that Evaluators have limited viewing time available. You must provide
proper viewing equipment for the Evaluations: do not assume that equipment will be readily available at
the State Fair.

- Project can be a 30 second television spot, a documentary demonstrating 4-H activities, a narrative
or dramatic group project by 4-H members or an informational presentation promoting 4-H.
Project to feature a 4-H project or activity or promote 4-H.

Products longer than 10 minutes should include a short “preview highlights” show as a separate
tape, disc or file. Please remember that Evaluators have limited viewing time available.

Project can be submitted as a disc or tape. If project is submitted as a computer file, clear
documentation for opening and viewing procedures, as well as software requirements should be
included in supporting documentation.

To ensure that the exhibit can be viewed and evaluated at the fair, the exhibitor should make

arrangements prior to the fair for necessary hardware (and software if necessary) to be present,

accessible and operating at the time of exhibition and evaluation.

Project will be evaluated on technical quality, organization, creativity and ability to communicate a

message.

SINGLE UNEDITED DIGITAL IMAGE
Picture comes straight from the camera, no modification.

SINGLE SLIGHTLY EDITED DIGITAL IMAGE
Image somewhat digitally edited or enhanced.

Modifications may include: cropping; sharpening or blurring; brightness or contrast changes; or the
addition of text.
Thumbnail of the original image shall accompany exhibit.

SINGLE HEAVILY EDITED DIGITAL IMAGE
Image has been radically digitally edited or enhanced.

Modifications may include: addition to or the removal of parts of the image; changes in the color
scheme of the image; the use of filters or effects; or animation using digital images, etc.
Thumbnail of the original image shall accompany exhibit.

STORY COMPOSED OF 4-8 DIGITAL IMAGES OF SIMILAR SIZE

If edited images are used, thumbnails of the originals shall accompany exhibit.

USING DIGITAL IMAGES

A short statement, story or article using one or more digital images to illustrate, visually explain or

enhance its meaning.

COMPUTER GRAPHIC DESIGN - design a graphic to be used to promote any aspect of 4-H.

Design must:

- Be black and white
Be copy friendly
Be computer generated/or hand drawn graphic
Use the official 4-H clover (http://www.4h-usa.org/4h/4h-name.h5m).

If using graphics from the World Wide Web please note source and permission for use from owner.

MY WEB PAGE
Entry must include Web Page Address and short write-up of what you would like to accomplish
through Web Page.

Web Page acknowledges NYS 4-H Youth Development/Cornell Cooperative Extension and other
resources (both human and material) that providing the means for learning and skill development
necessary to create the web page.

Web page must be accessible on-line.




13.CREATIVE FRAMING - Traditionally, framing of 4-H Photographic Exhibits for exhibit at the NYS Fair

has not been permitted. Beginning in 2009, Creative Framing will be both encouraged and allowed.
Criteria for exhibiting in Creative Framing Class:
* One Exhibit per Exhibitor.
* Exhibits simply placed in a commercial frame are ineligible.
* Exhibitor is expected to draw on their artistic sensibilities to enhance an existing image via the
creative framing process.
» Photographic Image may come from Class #1 Black & White, Class #2 Color or Class #3 Photo Story.
* Exhibitors should use their imagination such that Creative Framing serves to create a visual image
that is more powerful than the sum of all its parts.
» The possibilities are limited only by your own ideas and collaboration.
* Creative Framing Possibilities:
Create your own physical frame using materials discovered in the environment (i.e., leaves, sticks,
pinecones).
Sandwich your photo between two pieces of commercially framed glass, then carefully add your own
rendering to the piece.
See the physical frame as a three-dimensional space that uses depth in ways that stimulate viewer
attention.

DIVISION 1 -- PLANT COLLECTIONS

Developing a plant collection will help youth to learn to recognize and identify different plant species.
Preserved
Plants must be pressed, dry, mounted and labeled. To press plant material, it is best to use the method
described in: Pressed Flower Pictures (1982), 141-1B-34, find at
http://dspace.library.cornell.edu/handle/1813/3267, or as described by a person who has experience
collecting plant material.
A clear protective overlay is helpful for many, but not all exhibits.
Weeds and other specimens mounted green (not pressed) will not be evaluated.
Collections of plants may be on one side of ONE PIECE of poster board or like material, 22 x 28 inches
in size, or in notebook binders with single specimens on pages 8 1/2 x 11 inches.
Scrapbooks of accumulating years should have dividers between years. Current year’s exhibit should
be clearly marked. Current year exhibit will be judged.
List sources used to identify plants and plant materials.

. LEAF, TWIG (and fruit, flowers and seed, if possible) OF TEN OR MORE ORNAMENTAL TREES.
. LEAF, TWIG (and fruit, flower and seed, if possible) OF TEN OR MORE ORNAMENTAL SHRUBS.
. LEAF, TWIG, AND ILLUSTRATION of fruit or nut, of ten or more fruit or nut plants.

. TEN WEEDS common to lawns and flower beds.

. TEN ANNUAL FLOWERS

. TEN PERENNIAL FLOWERS

TEN WILD FLOWERS

. TEN SEEDS (any single plant type, e.g., 10 ornamentals, 10 fruits, etc.)

Clean and dried (not green) Seeds must be harvested by exhibitor.

A picture of plant must accompany seeds.

List growing conditions required.
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9. MISCELLANEOUS COLLECTION
Entries will be judged according to similar project criteria.

B. Horticulture Scrapbook (Collection of plant pictures)

- May be cut from magazines or garden center catalogs, illustrated by your own drawings, photographed or
photocopies.

- Write in the front or back of the catalog where your images came from if you did not make them yourself
(for example: Pictures are from W. Atlee Burpee 2009 seed catalog).

- This scrapbook makes an excellent study guide for the Horticulture Contest.

- Each plant should be represented on its own 8 %2 x 11-inch page.

- Catalog will be worth more if the picture (or perhaps more than one picture) shows different stages of
growth (fruit and leaf, vegetable and flower, flower and leaf).

- Fasten pictures with clear tape, paper glue or rubber cement.

- Pages must be bound in notebook binder.

- Label with common name and brief description. Consult NY Horticulture Contest Guidelines for the plants
required in each class.

- Beginners must include the 15 plants specified from each group—flowers and indoor plants; ornamentals;
fruits and nuts, vegetables.

- Intermediates must include the 30 plants from each group

- Advanced participants must include all 45 plants from each group.

DIVISION 2 - EXPERIMENTS

The intent of this division is to generate an interest among young people in a science-based approach to
horticulture.

Guidelines and suggestions for the exhibitor workin g with plants:

Both how you plan your experiment and the final des cription for your display should include the
following sections:

- Background . Describe why you did this experiment and why it is important to you and other people?

- The Question (or hypothesis). What specific question does your experiment try to answer? For example:
“Does watering geraniums with coffee increase their growth?”

- Methods . Outline how you did the experiment. Be sure to include:

 Treatments. Describe specifically what you are comparing as treatments. Remember that you should have
a check treatment (what is usually done) and the ‘test’ treatment. From the above question: Check =
watering with water, and treatment = watering with coffee.

» Measurements. Describe what you are measuring (weight, height, etc.) and why. Include observations of
the plants over the course of the experiment.

- Results.

* What did your measurements tell you about the treatment compared to the check? Was there a difference
and if so, why do you think so? Use tables, graphs or pictures to share what you learned.

* What other things did you notice in your observations?

- Conclusions . What did you learn? What is important about your results to other people? What would you
suggest to someone else, based on what you learned?




THE DISPLAY should be interesting, attractive and neat, so that people will want to stop and learn about
what you did. It should:

- Include actual examples of treated and untreated plants, if possible, otherwise use drawings or
photographs.

- On sheets of paper, describe your study using the above 5 sections.

- Use big print so that it is easy to read from 3 feet away.

- Glue these sheets, along with any photos or graphs to heavy poster paper (14" x 22" minimum) for display.

DIVISION 3 - GARDEN ENTRIES

This division offers an opportunity to display a garden item and gives patrticipants an occasion to show the
products of their gardening efforts.

- Exhibits that require it, must be grown by the exhibitors in their individual, family, school or community
gardens, unless otherwise noted..

- Individual may display 5 entries in any one class, except where the number of entries is stated differently.
Each exhibit must be of a distinctly different variety type.

- Exhibits and awards will be evaluated based on standards below.

- Exhibit must be labeled with correct common name and variety name (i.e., snap beans, Blue Lake; or
petunia, Red Picotee). Otherwise, awards will be downgraded.

- Excellent - clean; only very minor defects in general appearance; best market size and quality; true to
varietal characteristics. For exhibits with more than one specimen: not more than 10 percent variation in
sizes for fruits and vegetables and cut flowers; only slightly detectable variation, uniform in shape, color and
degree of maturity.

- Good - clean; slight defects in general appearance; defective and unusable parts should not exceed 5
percent; good market size and quality. Exhibits with more than one specimen: not more than 25 percent
variation in sizes for fruits and vegetables, and cut flowers; only slightly detectable variation in shape, color
and degree of maturity.

- Worthy - fairly clean; some defects in general appearance; defective and unusable parts should not exceed
10 percent; fair market size and quality. Exhibits with more than one specimen—not more than 100 percent
variation in sizes for fruits and vegetables and cut flowers; noticeable variation in shape, color or degree of
maturity.

- No Award - dirty, serious damage apparent; defective and unusable parts exceed 10 percent;
unsatisfactory market size or quality. Exhibits with more than one specimen — more than 100 percent
variation in sizes for fruits and vegetables; extreme differences in shape, color or degree of maturity.

24. WINDOW BOX CHALLENGE
4-H Youth are welcome to participate in this challenge. This class may lead to an opportunity for 4-H
youth to become involved in a broader Horticulture competition, that of exhibiting in the Window Box Class
in the State Fair Open Horticulture Show.
Window boxes must be 24 to 30 inches long and no higher or deeper than 10 inches.
We encourage you to use lightweight potting mix, for ease of transport and to add soil gels to the
planting medium so that planters don’t have to be watered each day.
Container choice is included in the judging. Containers should be inconspicuous, clean and blend with
design.
Entries must be grown in display container prior to June 1 of the current year.
Entries will be judged on artistic design, creativity, compatibility of plant selections. Etc.
A complete listing of all plants used is required.
NOTE: Window box exhibits that do not wish to be in this challenge may exhibit under class #23 — Container
gardens.



25. FRUITS AND NUTS

- All fruits and nuts must be cared for by exhibitors.

- Glue or tape photos and diagrams, along with sheets of white paper that include your description within
these sections: 1) introduction, 2) growing method used, 3) what you learned or discovered.

- Instead of a poster, an exhibit of the method itself (such as a small hydroponics set-up) can be displayed.

BROOME COUNTY FAIR.

All exhibits in Section G are required to include , in addition to the Exhibit Card, a project story
(essay) on a separate sheet of paper, stating: why your project was interesting to you, its relevance to
natural resources and/or environmental education, and detailing information you learned. For example,
if you built a bluebird box, explain what about the box makes it a good home for bluebirds, or
observations/plans you might have to learn about bluebird behavior. Also, describe how the project will
be used. If the project story does not accompany the exhibit, the exhibit will not receive a maximum
grade.

Exhibits showing processes, products, skill development, and relevance to environmental/natural

resource issues are strongly encouraged. Overly simplistic or non-interpretive exhibits will receive less
recognition.




Exhibits will be evaluated on the basis of their content, quality of expression and presentation.
Creativity is encouraged as is display of materials showing observational skills, e.g. journals or
sketchbooks. Age, experience and standards listed in appropriate 4-H publications will be included in
the judging criteria.

ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION

Nature Trails - e.g. Display of 4-H constructed nature trail or observation made along another nature
trail.

Geology - Simple collections must include the specimen’s names, dates of collection, specific site(s) of
collection (distance and direction to nearest town, county, state or province) and collector's name for 15
specimens. Inclusion of field journals is strongly encouraged and identification criteria must be
completely and clearly defined. Exhibits showing evolutionary histories, adaptations of fossil organisms,
vertical or horizontal studies of strata, or similar studies are encouraged.

Field Identification Projects - Please note that wildflowers are evaluated in Secti  on F - Horticulture,
Fungi in Section H, - Plant Pathology, and Insects in Section | - Entomology. Collections of
preserved specimens, photographs or sketches properly labeled and showing identification criteria may
be displayed for any habitat in New York. Consult your local Department of Environmental
Conservation for guidelines and permission in collecting specimens from the wild. Consult Field Guides
Made Easy for additional activities and ideas.

County- or self-initiated projects that relate to environmental education. Examples include but are not
limited to: interpretation of aerial photographs; vegetation maps; plant adaptations; demonstrations of
ecological principles; or computer models like GIS. Transfer of display ideas and concepts from other
project areas is encouraged.

FISHERIES AND AQUATIC RESOURCES.

Exhibits may be displays or records of any Fisheries and Aquatic Resources related activity including
but not limited to fishing techniques, aquatic sampling methods, aquatic insect ecology, habitat
improvement or fisheries management and biology. Other fishing projects may be found in 4-H
Publications.

Water monitoring - project ideas may be found in Water Worlds, Water Wise, Pond & Stream Safari.
County or self-initiated projects related to fish or fishing, including mariculture, aquaculture, commercial
fisheries, sport fisheries or related equipment, skills or observations.

FORESTRY

Displays and presentations may be based upon, but are not limited to, the following projects: Know
Your Trees, Timber Management for Small Woodlands (IB 180); Wildlife and Timber from Private
Lands: A Landowners Guide to Planning (IB 193); Woods of New York, Trees: Dead or Alive, Know
Your Tree Diseases, Maple Syrup Production for the Beginner; and other forestry exhibits based upon
national, regional, county or self-initiated projects.

RESOURCE-BASED RECREATION

Shooting Sports — any exhibit or record based upon content of the NYS Shooting Sports Programs or
any of the New York State DEC certification programs.

Other Outdoor Recreation - Exhibits based upon related outdoor recreation activities, e.g. orienteering,
cross-country skiing, snowshoeing, wilderness camping, or outdoor cookery.

WILDLIFE

Bird Study - Consult Bluebirds of New York, Birds of Prey, Introduction to Bird Study, or any other bird
materials for exhibit ideas. Bluebird houses will be judged using the criteria from Bluebirds of New York.
Please note, if a birdhouse is completed as a Wood Science project, it should be entered in Section J
Science, Technology & Engineering.



Habitat Improvement - Consult Wildlife Habitat Enhancement, Enhancement of Wildlife on Private
Land, Managing Small Woodlots for Wildlife for exhibit ideas.

Trapping Furbearers - Exhibits based upon the NYS DEC Trapper Training Program are acceptable, as
are displays of equipment, pelt preparation, and discussions of the role of trapping in wildlife
management.

Other Wildlife Projects - Exhibits based upon New York's wildlife resources, Environmental Awareness:
Wildlife, Managing Small Woodlots for Wildlife; Wildlife Discovery, New York’s Wildlife Resources (fact
sheets), and Wildlife in Today’s Landscapes. County projects or self-initiated projects are acceptable. A
good source of potential project is the 4-H Forestry and Wildlife Invitational.

6. SOLID WASTE
Exhibits based on recycling or composting projects in the home or community.
Clothing, crafts and other items created using post-consumer waste materials. Consult Composting:
Wastes to Resources; Wastewise; Woodsy's Resource Goldmine, Recycling in Your School Makes
Good Sense; or Recycling: Mining Resources From Trash, or Composting in the Classroom for exhibit
ideas.

7. OPEN CLASS
This class is an option for exhibits deemed by the County Youth Educator to be worthwhile but fall
outside the categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of
the Extension 4-H educator. This class is also expected to follow the project story requirement listed at
the beginning of this section.

Please remember in addition to the completed Exhibit Card, all exhibits are required to include a project story
on a separate piece of paper (see All exhibits in Section G are required above).

GENERAL PLANT PATHOLOGY

1. LEAFSPOT COLLECTION BOOKLETS OR PLANT PATHOLOGY EXHIBITS
As described in Know Your Plant's Disease, and Know Your Tree Diseases, leaf disease notebooks or
diseased plant specimens in Riker mounts may be exhibited.
Other plant pathology exhibits based upon regional, county or self-initiated projects, or other exhibit
ideas.

VEGETABLE INSECT AND DISEASE CONTROL EXHIBITS
2. INSECT AND DISEASE MANAGEMENT ON VEGETABLES PROJ ECTS

» Must exhibit a 4-H member's experience in and knowledge of this subject matter. Exhibits derived from these
projects should include one of the following:




Sections G & H — Environmental Ed. & Plant Pathology

a) A display of preserved plant specimens, either pressed, dried or otherwise preserved in as life-like
form as possible, exhibiting symptoms of insect injury or plant disease.

Where possible, the insect which caused injury should be properly mounted and included in the display.
All specimens should be labeled as follows: vegetable name; insect or plant disease name; date
specimen collected; collector's name and county.

b) At least fifteen plant specimens should be included, depicting different insect or disease problems.
Evaluation will be primarily weighted toward originality of display.

c) A poster display showing the layout of your garden and indicating specific steps taken to manage
pests within the past year or two. A record book may be presented indicating dates on which problems
were observed, treatments were utilized and observations were made as to the effectiveness of these
treatments. This poster should attempt to teach those who examine it the principles of pest
management. Photographs, drawings and other visual aids may be used. Evaluation will be based on
the member's understanding of the subject and effectiveness of the poster as a teaching aid.

FUNGUS COLLECTIONS

3. FUNGUS COLLECTIONS
Fun With Fungi - Fungus Collections must have a minimum of 12 distinctly different kinds of fungi (at
least one gill fungus, one pore fungus and one bracket fungus). For full credit the dried collections
should contain spring, summer and autumn specimens and be labeled in the manner described in Fun
With Fungi. Displays should attempt to exhibit knowledge gained about fungi and their role in the
environment. Collection boxes should have removable covers to allow close examination of each
specimen during judging.
Photo Exhibits - Photographs of fungi may be displayed according to the General Information in the
Visual Arts Section. Fungi in photos must be identified by their common name and/or scientific name.
Include with the title or caption the date and location of the photo.

Suggestions include:

a) Photograph of a single fungus or group of fungi.

b) A collection of three or more photographs of different fungi.

c) 4 close-up photographs, taken hours, days or weeks apart, showing the growth

and development of the same mushroom.

d) 3 photographs taken one each during spring, summer and fall. Or 4 photographs including
one in winter.

4. PLANT PATHOLOGY OPEN CLASS

Class is an option for exhibits deemed by the County Youth Educator to be worthwhile but fall outside the
categories described above. The decision to bring such exhibits is left to the discretion of the Extension 4-H
educator.



SECTION | - ENTOMOLOGY — ALL EXHIBITS FOR THE YOUTH BUILDING MUST HAVE A
COMPLETED PROJECT RECORD FORM IN ORDER TO BE SHOWN
AND JUDGED AT THE 2009 BROOME COUNTY FAIR.

Insect specimens must be properly mounted and displayed and have complete collection data. Suggested
display case described in 4-H Entomology Project Guide (available through your Extension 4-H Educator) or
museum size insect drawers or polystyrene insect cases covered with clear plastic sheets. Exhibits incorrectly
prepared will not be evaluated.

GROUP A. GENERAL INSECT COLLECTIONS

1. FIRST YEAR PROJECT EXHIBITS
Must include a minimum of 20 specimens representing 5 insect orders.
Classification need not be taken further than order names.
Insects should be pinned properly and the wings of all butterflies and moths must be spread.
2. SECOND YEAR PROJECT EXHIBITS
- Must include a minimum of 40 specimens representing 9 insect orders.
Twenty specimens must have been collected during the current year.
Twenty specimens must also be identified to common name with the name written on a label and
pinned separately near the specimen (easily visible, to aid in judging).
Addition of scientific names is optional in this class.
Insects should be pinned properly and the wings of all butterflies and moths must be spread and at
least one small insect must be mounted on a point or minuten pin.
3. THIRD YEAR PROJECT EXHIBITS
Must include a minimum of 60 specimens representing 12 orders.
Thirty specimens must have been collected during the current year.
Thirty specimens must be identified to common name.
At least 5 specimens (representing at least five families) must be identified to family.
Scientific names (genus and species) should be included wherever possible, although insects from
some orders will be difficult to identify to this level; common names should be placed on a separate
label pinned near the specimen as in Class No. 2.
Insects should be pinned properly and the wings of all butterflies and moths must be spread and at
least two small insects must be mounted on points or minuten pins.
4. FOURTH YEAR (AND BEYOND) PROJECT EXHIBITS
Must consist of general collections.
Must include 80 specimens representing at least 12 orders.
Forty specimens must have been collected during the current year.
Forty specimens must be identified to common name.
At least 10 specimens (representing at least 10 families) must be identified to their family. Scientific
names should be included wherever possible. Common names should be placed on a separate label,
pinned near the specimen as in Class No. 2.
Proper mounting (pinned properly, wings of Lepidoptera spread spread, two small insects on points or
minutens) will be strongly emphasized.




GROUP B. ADVANCED INSECT COLLECTIONS

For advanced collections Riker mounts may also be used.

Complete collection data should accompany all exhibits (where collected, date, and by whom?); can be
placed on back of exhibit as long as the evaluator can tell which label goes with each specimen. If you
exchange specimens, label as completely as possible, giving location (country, state or province,
nearest town), date collected; name of collector; plus any ecological information available such as plant
or insect host, habitat, etc.

Membership in the Young Entomologists’s Society (Y.E.S.) will enable young people to exchange
specimens from all over the world.

Imagination and individuality are encouraged.

The rules for mounting, as set up for general collections, do not have to be followed, if, by doing so, the
advanced collection can be enhanced. The scientific aspects and educational value, appearance,
guality and arrangement will be evaluated.

The Exhibit should include information on the educational value to you (what you learned) as well as
what you see the educational value to others to be.

GROUP C. PHOTO SLIDE COLLECTIONS

5. PHOTO SLIDES
Pictures must be on 2" x 2" slides.
Minimum of 5 slides; maximum of 10.
Slide subjects must be identified by common or Latin name.

GROUP D. CLUB and COUNTY EXHIBITS

6. SINGLE COLLECTIONS prepared by the combined efforts of a club.
- May be any kind of insect collection or may represent a group activity that can be presented as an
exhibit.
Regional insect collections prepared for eventual donation to a museum may be entered in this class if
prepared by more than one person; otherwise these should be entered under Class No. 4.
Evaluation will be based on number of members and completeness of exhibit.

GROUP E. EXHIBITS OF LIVING INSECTS

7. LIVING INSECT EXHIBIT
Exhibits must convey an educational message to the public and/or the educational opportunities in 4-H
work in the field of Entomology.
Exhibits are to be arranged by the county 4-H staff and members, and completed by the opening day of
fair. Those contemplating Class 8 entries must get approval from the 4-H Staff.
Live educational exhibits are encouraged. Possible exhibits including living adult butterflies, butterfly
chrysalides from which the adults are emerging, caterpillars, ant farms and aquatic insects in water
tanks. Showing of a living exhibit requires that the exhibitor be on hand to care for the needs of his or
her "livestock" daily.
Exhibits will be evaluated on: educational value; appearance; quality and arrangement.
Those planning to prepare exhibits should first make arrangements with the 4-H Staff.

If power tools are used by youth in making projects, youth must be 12 years or older.

Up to three articles per class per member may be entered (Classes 1-6).

WOOD SCIENCE PROGRAM

1. WOOD SCIENCE PROJECT
Hand Tool Division:
Article made in a Wood Science Project that was cut out, assembled and finished with hand tools
only.
Power Tool Division:
Article made in a Wood Science Project that has been partially or totally completed with power
tools.
Kit Division:
Article made in a Wood Science Project that is made from materials precut by an outside resource
(i.e., 4-H office, commercial supplier or woodworking leader) but is assembled and finished by the
exhibitor.
Judges will place emphasis on the quality of workmanship performed by exhibitor.
No commercial names on exhibit.
Note: Birdhouses entered in Class 1 will be evaluated under Wood Science standards.*
* In addition to completing the Exhibit Card, give an explanation of the project and its relevance
to natural resources and environmental education. 4 -H Staff may move birdhouse to the wildlife
class under Environmental Education Section, if app ropriate.

2. WOOD SCIENCE/SHOPWORK OPEN
Article made in Wood Science Project that does not fit in above categories.
Judges will place emphasis on quality of workmanship by exhibitor and the intended use of the
project.
Exhibits to be entered in this division will be at the discretion of the Extension 4-H Educator.




ELECTRICAL SCIENCE PROJECTS

3. ELECTRICAL SCIENCE PROJECTS

Electric Division:

- Article made in an Electric Project, such as a trouble lamp, test lamp, portable bench light,
extension cords, pin-up or study lamp, or the rewiring of an old lamp is acceptable.

Tension restraint device must be in place. Where appropriate Underwriters Knot should be used,
especially in lamp sockets.

Due to safety code compliance, molded polarized and/or prefabricated cords with polarized plugs;
where applicable are allowed.

Lamps without bulbs or shades will not be considered complete and will be evaluated accordingly.

Projects involving both woodworking and electrical tasks will be evaluated on the merits of both.
Electronlcs Division:

Article made in an Electric Project utilizing principles and construction procedures relating to
electronics is acceptable.

Projects will be evaluated on the basis of soldering and connection techniques, neatness of
assembly and other assembly procedures for electronic projects.

Projects must be hand wired and no breadboard kits will be accepted.

Project must be operable (i.e. contain all necessary batteries).

In addition to the Exhibit Card include a short exp lanation of why or how the exhibit works
and what use it has.

EDUCATIONAL DISPLAYS

4. EDUCATIONAL DISPLAYS

A series of posters (at least 14" x 22") and/or a 3-dimensional exhibit related to an engineering
science project.

Display should be self-explanatory through use of signs or labels and limited to approximately card
table size.

Topics may include such things as engine parts or bicycle parts display boards, electric circuit
boards, electric quiz games, safety rules for bicycling or working in a wood shop or with electricity.

Entry will be evaluated on the purpose or principle idea, effectiveness in illustrating one idea,
appearance, arrangement and description of the display.
Exhibit must be self-explanatory.

ROCKET PROGRAM

5. JUNIOR DIVISION

Any rocket made in a Rocket Program either from a kit or non-kit materials and totally assembled
and finished by a youth 13 years of age or younger.

Evaluators will place emphasis on proper kit assembly and finishing.

6. SENIOR DIVISION

Any rocket made from non-kit materials and totally constructed and finished by a youth 14 years
and older.

Emphasis placed on proper construction techniques and finished project.

Kits may be used when incorporated with other materials to meet the requirements of an
Educational Display as outlined in Class No. 4.




RELATED SCIENCE PROJECTS

7. RELATED SCIENCE PROJECTS
Any article made as a part of a directly related Engineering Science project, such as metalworking,
cardboard carpentry, safety items and not included in Class 1 - 6.

Counties may enter only ten articles in this class.

Kits not acceptable for Senior Division entries (14 years and over).

8. SCIENCE EXPERIMENTS & EXHIBITS
An opportunity for participants to learn about and experience science concepts in an area of
agriculture, human ecology or life sciences that the participant really enjoys.

Individual or group entries are encouraged.

Entries must follow Rules and Regulations and be approved by 4-H Staff.

Below are some examples of types of projects you may conduct. Any type or combination of the types f
science projects below along with creativity is encouraged

Experiments:
- Describe your hypothesis (what you think will happen).

Describe the procedures you performed.
Describe the observations you made and what conclusions you drew from your experiment.
Include photos or drawings and samples (if possible) from your experiment.
If it is difficult to recreate the study for the exhibit, drawings or photographs are acceptable. Use
heavy poster paper (14"x22” minimum) as a background. Attach photos and diagrams, along
with sheets of white paper that include your experiment description within these sections: 1)
introduction; 2) hypothesis; 3) methods, 4) results; and 5) your conclusion.

Public Service Projects:

- Exhibits can be of any public service or public education activity you took part in that had a
scientific component to it.
Watershed rehabilitation, recycling programs and educational models are just a few of the
possibilities here.
Project exhibit posters must be clearly labeled with a written statement of what the project is,
how it relates to science, and why you are interested in the project.

Descriptive Science:
Science projects which are not experiments and are not applied service projects, but do consist
of systematic observations and tell us about the natural world.
Exhibit could show summaries of what you observed (how the local bird population changes
with the seasons, where flies like to breed in a barn, how many bites of food different animals
eat per minute, etc.)
Could present collections and classifications of materials which display physical or biological
articles.

9. RELATED GEOSPATIAL SCIENCE PROJECT -4-H exhibits that show skills and knowledge
learned through 4-H GPS and GIS projects.

View software or other mapping software. Criteria and Guidelines for Community Mapping

2009 New York State/County Fair Animal Health Requi  rements

All youth bringing animals to the state fair must attend a mandatory state fair meeting on Mond  ay, August
10", from 7 pm — 9 pm at the Whitney Point Fairgrounds Youth Building. During the meeting, and only
during this meeting, we will be giving out the necessary passes for our youth to get into the state fair as well as
going over information regarding expectations while at the fair, staying at the fairgrounds, etc. If youth do not
attend this meeting, they will not be given passes for the state fair.

General Prohibitions and Requirements

* No person shall bring or have present an animal on the fairgrounds during a fair which is not qualified
under NYS regulations.

» No person shall present an interstate or intrastate certificate of veterinary inspection that has been altered
by anyone other than the issuing veterinarian or an authorized agent.

» Animals demonstrating clinical signs or other evidence of infectious, contagious or communicable
diseases shall not be allowed on the fairgrounds during a fair.

* Representatives of the Commissioner may deny admission to or require removal from the fair premises,
or require the segregation of any animal showing signs of or exposed to any infectious, contagious or
communicable disease.

Note: The fair board of directors has the authority to reject unworthy or unsightly exhibits for reasons other
than infectious, contagious or communicable disease (Part 350.10). The state veterinarian or animal
health inspector will bring questionable exhibits to the attention of the fair board.

 All animals presented that originate from a location other than New York shall meet all New York State
importation regulations appropriate to the species in addition to the fair animal health requirements.

Certificates of Veterinary Inspection (CVI)
» Cattle, sheep, goats, swine, llamas, deer, monkeys, misc. ruminants, camels and elephants require a
valid CVI to enter the fairgrounds.
» The CVI must be issued by an accredited veterinarian.
* All animals must be uniquely identified. All manmade ID must be recorded. Refer to Animal Identification
section below for more information.
» The type and duration of certificate required depends on the origin of the livestock.

New York Origin Livestock:
* A valid intrastate CVI (Al 61) is required.
» Each animal must be individually identified on the CVI.
» The CVI must be issued on or after May 1 of the current year.

Out of State Origin Livestock:
« All animals entering New York State must satisfy import health and test requirements for that species and
be accompanied by a valid interstate CVI.

* The interstate CVI is valid for 30 days from the date of issuance. During the fair season (July 1 through
Labor Day) valid CVI's can be used multiple times for entrance into fairs. The initial entrance into a fair
must be within 30 days of issuance. In order for the CVI to be used for a later fair, it must be dated and
initialed by a state official noting the location of the initial fair. A change in health status or eligibility of an
animal necessitates the generation of a new CVI.

* Questions regarding import requirements should be directed to the Division of Animal Industry at 518-
457-3971, www.agmkt.state.ny.us .



Animal Identification

» Animals requiring a CVI must be uniquely identified. Acceptable forms of unique identification include
official eartag, registration tattoo, electronic identification or a sketch or photograph signed and dated by
an accredited veterinarian who has inspected the individual animal.

» An eartag with a handwritten or printed number that is not unique is not acceptable.

* If electronic ID is utilized as the sole form of identification, the exhibitor is responsible for supplying a
working electronic reader. If electronic ID cannot be read entry will be denied.

» Acceptable identification allows positive matching of the animal to all accompanying documents including
papers with laboratory test results and vaccination statements.

» Horse sketches and descriptions should reference color pattern, hair whorls, chestnuts, scars and other
markers.

* Llama and alpaca drawings must positively identify the individual animal.

* A name or a statement of color without additional distinguishing features or man made identification is not
acceptable identification.

» USDA approved scrapie identification is required for all sheep and goats. See the sheep and goat
sections below for more specific information.

Rabies Vaccination

 Current rabies vaccination is required for all species for which there is a USDA licensed vaccine available
(cattle, horses, sheep, dog, cat, ferret) and that are 105 days or older on the date of admission to the fair.

« An animal is currently vaccinated beginning 14 days following primary (initial) vaccination continuing for
the period stated in the manufacturer’s instructions.

» Rabies vaccine label instructions allow vaccination as early as 84 days of age. This allows a one week
window between 84 and 91 days of age (105 minus 14 days) where vaccine can be administered to meet
the 105 day requirement.

« If an animal reaches the minimum age for rabies vaccination during the fair season, the vaccination
requirement must be met even if the animal was previously admitted to a fair when too young to
vaccinate.

» Note: Individual fairs can require animals for which there is no approved rabies vaccine to be currently
vaccinated for rabies. The requirements outlined above would apply. The fair is responsible for notifying
exhibitors.

Acceptable Proof of Rabies Vaccination

» Acceptable proof of rabies vaccination must include a signed written statement from the attending
veterinarian or a valid certificate of veterinary inspection that has the vaccination listed and is signed by
the attending veterinarian.

» Acceptable proof of vaccination must include the name of the product used, the date of administration and
the duration of immunity if longer than one year.

« If the statement of rabies vaccination is included on an EIA test record, it must be signed separately in
addition to the required EIA test record signature.

* NOTE: Rabies titers are not acceptable proof of rabies protection and cannot be used to meet entry
requirements.

» Acceptable proof of vaccination for dogs is a valid vaccination certificate or a copy of the dog license that
contains the rabies vaccination information.



BVD-PI Testing
+ All cattle exhibited at NY county fairs or the State Fair must be negative to an approved test appropriate
to detect Bovine Viral Diarrhea persistent infection (BVD-PI). Also, starting in 2009, all llamas, alpacas,
guanacos and vicunas (new world camelids) must be test negative for BVD-PI. This is a once in a lifetime
test that must be reported on the required certificate of veterinary inspection. The issuing veterinarian is
responsible for verifying the validity of the test, the identification of the animal and recording the test date
on the CVI. If a previous test is not verifiable the test must be repeated.

Cattle Testing:
* Currently acceptable BVD tests for cattle less than 61 days old:
o Skin notch Antigen Capture ELISA (ACE) or Immunohistochemistry (IHC)
0 whole blood virus isolation
o whole blood PCR

 Currently acceptable BVD tests for cattle 61 days of age and older:
o Skin notch Antigen Capture ELISA (ACE) or Immunohistochemistry (IHC)
o Serum or milk Antigen Capture ELISA (ACE)
o0 Whole blood virus isolation
0 Whole blood, serum or plasma PCR
Note: The Animal Health Diagnostic Center at Cornell University can conduct testing on pools of up to 10 cattle.

Llama, Alpaca, Guanaco, Vicuna Testing
* Currently Acceptable BVD tests:
o PCR
0 Whole blood virus isolation
Note: The Animal Health Diagnostic Center at Cornell University can pool llama, etc. samples for PCR testing
as follows: Animals less than 61 days of age can be tested in pools of 2 animals, whole blood only. Animals 61
days of age and older can be tested in pools of 5 animals using whole blood, serum or plasma.

Cleaning and Disinfection
« All buildings on the fairgrounds housing animals must be cleaned and disinfected prior to the opening of
the fair and between groups of animals when housing is rotated (Section 50.2 of Agriculture and Market
regulations).

Kidding and Lambing
» Due to the concern about the spread of scrapie, any sheep or goats that are exhibited at a county fair that
have recently given birth or have a vaginal discharge, will be ordered removed along with their offspring.
» The causative agent for scrapie may be present in high concentration in fluids associated with birth and
the risk of transmission is considered highest at that time.

Commingling of Sheep and Cattle
* Due to the potential spread of malignant catarrhal fever from sheep to cattle, it is recommended that cattle
be kept separate from sheep.

Isolation on Returning Home
» The owner or custodian shall keep show animals biologically separate from the herd or flock for a period
of at least two weeks after returning to the premises of origin.



Individual Species Requirements
Horses

* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) is not required for New York origin horses. CVI is required for
imported horses.

* Negative Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) test is required for all horses 6 months of age or older. The
horse must be accompanied by a valid negative EIA test record. The test must have been conducted
during the current or previous calendar years for New York origin horses. For imported horses, the test
must be conducted within 12 months of entry.

» The EIA test certificate must include a complete description of the horse.

* Current rabies vaccination is required for all horses 105 days of age or older (see above).

Cattle

* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.

« Current rabies vaccination is required for all cattle 105 days of age or older (see above).

» All cattle must be must be negative to an approved test appropriate to detect Bovine Viral Diarrhea
persistent infection (BVD-PI). (See current acceptable tests above.) The date and results of the testing
must be noted on the certificate of veterinary inspection.

» All cattle must be currently vaccinated against bovine respiratory disease complex including bovine
respiratory syncytial virus, bovine virus diarrhea, infectious bovine rhinotracheitis and parainfluenza with
a product administered in a manner and time frame adequate to confer protective immunity for theses
diseases for the duration of the fair.

Sheep

* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified with USDA approved individual
scrapie program identification. Identification must be one of the following: 1) USDA approved tags or 2) a
USDA approved flock tattoo or 3) electronic ID if the sheep is enrolled in the Scrapie Flock Certification
Program (owner must supply a working electronic reader).

For information on scrapie ID, contact USDA at 518-218-7540.

* Current rabies vaccination is required for all sheep 105 days of age or older (see above).

» The CVI must contain a written statement from the issuing accredited veterinarian that the flock of origin
was inspected after May 1 of the current year and no evidence of contagious, infectious or communicable
diseases was found.

* If evidence of soremouth (contagious ecthyma) is found on any sheep, the entire exhibit including the
affected animals shall immediately be removed from the fair premises with the holding pens cleaned and
disinfected immediately after removal.

Goats
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified with USDA approved individual
scrapie program identification. Identification must be one of the following: 1) USDA approved tags or 2) a
legible registration tattoo with official registration paper accompanying the animal or 3) a USDA approved
herd tattoo or 4) electronic ID if the goat is enrolled in the Scrapie Flock Certification Program and/or the
electronic ID is recorded on the goats registration paper (owner must supply a working electronic reader).

For information on scrapie 1D, contact USDA at 518-218-7540.

» The CVI must contain a written statement from the issuing accredited veterinarian that the herd of origin
was inspected after May 1 of the current year and no evidence of contagious, infectious or communicable
diseases was found.

« If evidence of soremouth (contagious ecthyma) is found on any goat, the entire exhibit including the
affected animals shall immediately be removed from the fair premises with the holding pens cleaned and
disinfected immediately after removal.



Swine
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.

Llamas, Alpacas, Guanacos and Vicunas (New world ca  melids)
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.
* All llamas, etc. must be negative to an approved test appropriate to detect Bovine Viral Diarrhea
persistent infection (BVD-PI). (See current acceptable tests above.) The date and results of the testing
must be noted on the certificate of veterinary inspection.

Poultry
» Poultry (with the exception of doves, pigeons and waterfowl) must be accompanied by 1) results of a
negative pullorum typhoid test conducted within 90 days prior to exhibition OR 2) proof that the birds
originated directly from a US pullorum-typhoid clean flock or equivalent flock.

Deer (Cervidae)
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.
* Originate from a herd classified as accredited or qualified under USDA tuberculosis regulations.
* A movement permit obtained from the Division of Animal Industry is required for all deer movements. All
CWD and TB program requirements must be met before a permit will be issued. Questions regarding
movement permits should be directed to the Division of Animal Industry at 518-457-3971.

Miscellaneous Ruminants / Camels
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.

Elephants
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.
* All elephants presented for admission to a fair must be exhibited pursuant to a current USDA license.

Non-human Primates
* Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with animals individually identified.
* Proof of a negative tuberculosis test performed within 12 months of admission.

Animals must be pre-registered on the Official Livestock Entry Form, found at the end
of this booklet. Entries are due by Tuesday, June 30™. Animals which have not been
properly entered may not be exhibited or shown.

Livestock exhibitors who will be on the grounds all week must complete the "Parental
Permission Slip" (page A-6) if they are not staying with their own parents/guardians.

Youth enrolled in the 2008/09 club year as regular members may enter appropriate
classes as described for their project animal. Youth enrolled in the 2008/09 club year
as Cloverbud members may only enter Cloverbud classes, unless otherwise noted in
the class description (such as “Costume Class”).

The New York State 4-H age policy specifies that youth who are five through eight
years of age on or before January 1% of the club year and enrolled in Kindergarten
through second grade should enroll as a 4-H Cloverbud member. Youth who are at
least eight years of age by January 1 of the current club year and in third grade or
higher should enroll as a 4-H member. Youth who have reached their nineteenth
birthday before January 1% of the 4-H club year may not enroll as a 4-H member. The
determination must be made at the beginning of the club year by consensus of a
parent/guardian, leader and Extension Educator.

Unless noted differently in the description for the species, the number of animals each
exhibitor may enter and show for each species is as follows:

Dairy — maximum 12 animals

Poultry, Goats, Sheep — maximum 12 animals per show; maximum 2 per class

Swine — maximum 3 swine; maximum 1 per class

Dog Obedience — maximum 3 dogs

Rabbit/Cavy — maximum 10 animals; maximum 2 per class

Horse — one equine per member

All animals must be in place by 7:00 p.m. on Monday of the fair, and must remain at
the fair until they are released on the final day of the fair (Sunday). (except horses,
alpaca’s and dogs)

All livestock must meet the Animal Health Requirements. Note that the Broome
County Fair Board requires that all mammals (except rabbits and poultry) are
vaccinated against rabies at least 14 days prior to arriving on the fairgrounds. Our
insurance carrier requires that horses are vaccinated at least 21 days prior to arriving
on the fairgrounds. Owners must provide proof of vaccination upon arrival or the
animal(s) will not be permitted to remain at the fairgrounds. (Mammals under 3 months
of age must also be vaccinated against rabies.)

A flat rate premium may be awarded per animal exhibited and shown. In the case of
the 4-H Horse Show, a flat rate premium will be awarded per participant. Premiums
will not be awarded to Cloverbud exhibitors.

Cloverbud exhibitors will receive Participation ribbons. All other exhibitors will receive
blue, red or white ribbons using the Danish system. Rosettes and/or trophies may also
be awarded.

The 4-H office, through staff or a designated representative, reserves the right to
relocate an exhibitor's animal(s) in the event they are endangering fairgoers or they
themselves are in danger. Owners will be notified in the event that an animal must be
moved.

Livestock and other animals may not be sold at the fair. “For Sale” signs will not be
permitted on cages or stalls. Small signs may be posted on the bulletin board at the
Announcer’s Booth in the livestock pavilion. Sale and delivery must take place after
the fair.

Youth who qualify to show their animals at the New York State Fair will be invited to
participate by 4-H staff and Key Leaders. (Cloverbuds will not qualify for State Fair.)
Any youth who makes a commitment to participate in the State Fair in showing or an
educational event and fails to do so, other than for health reasons, animal injury, or
personal emergency, shall forfeit their right to participate at the State Fair the following
year. Youth who withdraw from State Fair participation must notify the 4-H office
and/or the State Fair office of their intention as soon as possible.

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DAIRY CATTLE
RULES & REGULATIONS:
Care of Animals: Exhibitors must feed, care for and show their own animals.

Appearance of Exhibitors: Members showing dairy cattle must present a neat appearance and, as far as
possible, be dressed in white trousers, slacks or skirts and white shirts.

Ownership of Animals: Animals must be owned, or designated as a leased (non-owned) project animal,
and cared for by the exhibitor since June 15 of the current year. (Lease agreements are available from the
4-H office.) Purebred animals must be registered in the exhibitor's name. "Pending Papers" will be
accepted only if proof of ownership is provided. Registration papers will be checked by members of the
dairy advisory committee.

Unregistered Animals: Entries must be sired by proven sires and may come from atrtificial or natural
breeding OR must come from dams with official DHI records of milk and butterfat equal to or better than the
breed average. Proof of the above, including name and registration of sire or record of dam, must be
available upon request. Proof of age must also be available on request.

Dry Cows may show either in dry cow or milking classes (not both), and in group classes.

Fitting and Showmanship -- All dairy exhibitors MUST enter the appropriate Fitting and Showmanship
class. Classes will be determined day of show, please be sure to sign up! All youth are expected to enter
the showmanship class. The exception is for youth that have won Master Sho  wmanship at the
County Fair and have one a Master Showman Designati  on (does not mean they won the entire
competition but where designated a master showman) at the New York State Fair.

Classes — Farm name registries are not accepted in the 4-H Show. At the end of each breed, all 1* place
blue ribbon winners will gather for the Grand Champion and Reserve Champion selection. Grand
Champion in each registered breed will receive a trophy. Reserve and unregistered champions will receive
rosettes.

BEEF CATTLE

RULES & REGULATIONS:

Care of Animals: Exhibitors must feed, care for and show their own animals.
Appearance of Exhibitors: Members showing beef cattle must present a neat appearance and, as far as
possible, be dressed in black trousers, slacks or skirts and white shirts.
Ownership of Animals: Animals must be owned, or designated as a leased (nhon-owned) project animal,
and cared for by the exhibitor since June 15 of the current year. (Lease agreements are available from the
4-H office.) Purebred animals must be registered in the exhibitor's name. "Pending Papers" will be
accepted only if proof of ownership is provided. Registration papers will be checked by members of the

advisory committee.

Unregistered Animals: Proof of age must also be available on request.
Special Awards -- Herdsmanship - Judged on cleanliness, neatness and care of animals:
Fitting and Showmanship -- All Beef exhibitors MUST enter the appropriate Fitting and Showmanship
class. Classes will be determined day of show, please be sure to sign up!

RABBITS AND CAVIES

RULES & REGULATIONS:
Entries:

Each exhibitor may enter up to 2 entries per class, and a total of no more than 10 rabbits and cavies in the
show. Animals must have been owned and in the care of the exhibitor since June 1 of the current year. Any
standard breeds (as listed in the American Rabbit Breeders Association Standards of Perfection) or
crossbreed are eligible to be shown. Rabbits may be entered in either a breed class or a pet class, but not
both. Animals entered in the wrong sex or breed class will be placed in the proper class whenever possible.
Rabbits and cavies must be at least 3 months old. No litters, lactating does or nest boxes will be permitted.
Entries will be checked for completeness and class entry prior to Health Check.

All members MUST enter the appropriate Showmanship class.

Animal Arrival & Departure:

All Rabbits must be in place by 7 p.m. on Monday.

Cavies may be brought in on the day of the show and will be released immediately following the show.
Upon arrival, all animals will be checked for disease by an experienced youth, along with adult supervision,
and by the Agriculture and Markets Veterinarian. Any animal showing signs of disease will be sent home
immediately. During Health Check all rabbit(s) placed in wrong class will be moved to the appropriate
class. Each animal will be assigned a cage and corresponding coop number. This number must be written
in their right ear, after they have passed the check-in.

Display cards must be filled out for each rabbit and placed above/below appropriate cage.

All rabbits MUST remain on display all week. Any exhibitor removing rabbit(s) early will have their
premiums with held.

Exhibitors must clean out their cages when leaving or premiums will be withheld.

Care of Animals:
Exhibitors must provide their own feed, but must label it with the owner’s name and indicate which rabbit(s)
it should be fed to.
Any youth that would like to be a Teen Assistant and help out with taking care of animals should contact
the 4-H office.
Exhibitors and their family members are responsible to cleaning their own cages every day must clean/feed
animals daily prior to 10:30 a.m. The building will be opened early in order to do so. Night check and
feeding must be done prior to 9:00 p.m..
Only Exhibitors who have rabbits entered in the fair will be allowed in the Rabbit area.
Feed will not be provided, exhibitors must bring their own feed, and it must be clearly marked.
Exhibitors must provide their own feed and water containers. No plastic or Styrofoam cups or bottles
allowed.
A “Good Hutch Keeping Award” will be presented at the end of the fair to the member(s) exhibiting the best
general care for their rabbit(s) during the week.



Show Procedures:

Only youth exhibiting rabbits/cavies and adult show personnel will be permitted at the judging table during
the show. All exhibitors will be responsible for carrying their own animals to and from the judging table. If
an exhibitor is unable to be present at the judging table when their animal’s class is being shown, or if they
have a second animal entered in the class, they must arrange for another youth who is not entered in that
class to show the animal on their behalf. Any unattended rabbit(s) will be disqualified.

Classes with three or fewer entries may be combined with similar breeds at the discretion of the show
committee.

Judging of standard breeds will be a combination of ARBA Standards of Perfection and the Danish system.
Classes with 3 or fewer entries may be combined with similar breeds.

Ribbons and Trophies may be picked up after the show is completed.

Exhibitors must wear long-sleeved shirts and be neat in appearance. It is highly recommended that
exhibitors wear white clothing.

Judge’s decision is final

Best of Show and Reserve Best of Show, and Best of Breed and Reserve Best of Breed will be selected.
Prior to judging of the class, animals placed in the wrong class will be moved to the appropriate class. In
the case of the appropriate class already occurring that animal will be disqualified.

Upon Returning Home:
It is suggested that rabbits entered in the fair be isolated for approx. 10 days upon their return home.

Arrival/Departure:
All poultry must be in place by 7:00 p.m. on Monday and must stay on exhibit all week until released on
Sunday.
At time of release exhibitors must clean their own cages or premiums will be withheld.
All birds must have Pullorum-Typhoid Certificates. Testing will be done at the specified time unless proof
that it has already been taken is provided.
No diseased or parasitic birds will be accepted. All birds will be checked upon arrival.
We suggest birds be isolated for 3 weeks before they are returned to their flock.
Display cards must be filled out for each entry and placed above or below appropriate cages.

Care of Animals:
Feed will not be provided. Exhibitors must provide their own feed, and must label it with the owner’s name.
Any youth that would like to be a Teen Assistant and help out with taking care of animals should contact
the 4-H office.
Exhibitors are responsible to clean their own cages every day must clean/feed animals daily prior to 10:00
a.m. The building will be opened early in order to do so. Night check and feeding must be done prior to
9:00 p.m..
Feed will not be provided, exhibitors must bring their own feed, but it must be clearly marked.
Exhibitors must provide their own feed and water containers. No plastic or Styrofoam cups or bottles
allowed.(Tuna fish cans work the best)

GOATS

RULES & REGULATIONS:
Exhibitors may show no more than two (2) animals per class.
Goats must be owned, or designated as a leased (non-owned) project animal, and cared for by the
exhibitor since June 1 of the current year. (Lease agreements are available from the 4-H office.) Purebred
animals must be registered in the exhibitor's name. "Pending Papers" will be accepted only if proof of
ownership is provided. Registered animals must have proof of registry if entered in registered classes.
Registration papers will be checked. Registration papers must be in the name of the exhibitor only. Dual
and farm ownership, etc. will not be eligible. Non-recorded grades are eligible. There are classifications for
purebred goats, recorded and non-recorded grades.
Exhibitors must wear white clothing and present a neat appearance for the show.
Dairy Goats with horns will not be permitted to show.
Any animal showing an open sore may not be exhibited. Any animal which produces an open sore at the
fair will be sent home IMMEDIATELY.
Registration and health papers must be checked as animals arrive at the fairgrounds.
Dairy Goat clubs are encouraged to decorate their exhibit in an appropriate manner.
All Dairy Goat exhibitors must have registration papers in their name.
Grade Dairy Goats - must have health certificate in the exhibitors name.
Classes with three or fewer entries will be combined with appropriate age.
Breed classes will show based on the number of entries.
A Best of Breed rosette and Reserve rosette will be awarded in each breed. In addition, a Best of Show for
all breeds will be awarded.
All animals must have a Scrapie identification!
Any animal that gives birth on the fairgrounds or has vaginal discharge will be ordered to be removed from
fairgrounds to prevent Scrapie spread.

FITTING & SHOWMANSHIP:

Fitting and Showmanship Classes will be held prior to the judging of the breed classes. All exhibitors must
enter. Exhibitors age 13 years and under will show as one group, with exhibitors 14 years and over showing as
another group. Age will be determined as of January 1 of the current year. Each exhibitor must show their own
animal. Ribbons will be awarded using the Danish System. The judge will use following scoring standard:

Appearance of Animal ..........cccccceeeieeeineees 40 points
Appearance of Exhibitor ............................ 10 points
Presenting Animal in the Ring ................... 50 points

SWINE
RULES & REGULATIONS:

All swine will be housed in the designated swine area and will be shown in the designated show ring.
All entries must be in place (in pens assigned by the supervisor, with health certificates verified) by 7:00
p.m. on Monday.
Each exhibitor must show in the appropriate fitting and showmanship class.
No more than one (1) entry per class per exhibitor will be permitted. For showmanship, youth must use a
market hog, not a breeding animal.
Gilts entered in breeding classes may not be shown in market classes. Gilts entered in market classes
may not be shown in breeding classes. Hogs may be crossbred, grade or purebred. Papers on registered
breeding class gilts will be checked as they are unloaded.
All hogs must have been personally owned and cared for by the exhibitor beginning no later than June 1 of
the current year, and breeding class gilts must be appropriately identified.
Exhibitors are responsible for helping to weigh their hogs on Tuesday. Any hogs not weighed cannot be
shown in the market classes. Hogs will be judged in classes based upon weight. Maximum weight is 255
pounds.
All swine exhibitors must show their own animals:

a) In emergency situations, exceptions can be made. These must be cleared with the

Superintendent.
b) Included with showing hogs comes the responsibility for keeping pens and alleys clean.
c) Exhibitors will receive a warning if any problems occur. If the problem persists, the right to
show the animal and premiums will be withheld.

All work done on youth animals should be done only by the youth exhibitors.
Records will be reviewed during fair week. Following the record review, participants will take a written
exam for knowledge and an oral interview for project review.

Sheep must be owned, or designated as a leased (hon-owned) project animal, and cared for by the
exhibitor since June 1 of the current year.

No more than two (2) entries per class per exhibitor will be permitted. Exhibitors must show their own
animals, except if they have more than one animal in a class, in which case they may have another youth
assist them.

All sheep and lambs must be shown with docked tails, unless otherwise specified in the breed standard.
Lambs shown in breeding classes may not be shown in market classes. Lambs shown in market classes
may not be shown in breeding classes.

Breeding class sheep (including commercial sheep) may be entered in only one breeding class.

Market lambs must be slick sheared after July 1.

All sheep exhibited must be entered and shown in a breeding or market class.

Absolutely no class changes will be accepted after entries have closed.

Senior lambs are those born between September 1 and December 31 of the preceding year.

Junior lambs are those born on or after January 1 of the current year.

Classes will be presented in the following order: Showmanship classes, Market classes, Breeding classes,
Group classes, Fun classes, and Wool classes.

ALPACA AND LLAMA

Rules and Regulations

1. All 4-H youth llama and alpacas must have been owned by the exhibitor by no later than June 1 of the
current year. The youth must show their own animals, unless they have more than one animal in a class. A
llama or alpaca can only be shown in one showmanship class.

2. All 4-H youth llama and alpaca entries must conform to the Animal Health Regulations of the New York
State Department of Agriculture and Markets.

3. All 4-H youth llama and alpaca exhibitors must enter one of the showmanship classes.

4. Llama and alpacas that become sick at the fair will be dismissed without question if deemed necessary by
the state vet.

5. Obstacle Class - The purpose of the Obstacle Class is to demonstrate the well-trained animal’s obedience
and willingness to complete the activities requested by the handler.

6. Public Relations - This class is for the animals who participated in community activities, goes to schools,
hospitals, service clubs, parades, charity functions, children’s homes, rehabilitation therapy with a variety of
patients, TV or other media appearances for promotion.

7. Pack Class - This class is designed to present or simulated the conditions and obstacles actually
encountered when packing llamas on the trail. Llamas must be at least 18 months to compete.

8, Cloverbud: Llamas and alpacas must be haltered and can be led by the Cloverbud with a parent or older
4-H member by their side. Youth will be questioned by the judge about their animal. All Cloverbuds will
receive a green participation ribbon.

DOG SHOW

4-H members who have trained their dogs for obedience are eligible to compete in this show.

Dogs should not be brought to the fairgrounds until the day of the show. At no time during the day of the
show may a dog be left unattended. Exhibitors are responsible for their own dogs and must immediately
clean up all accidents.

Dogs must be vaccinated by a qualified veterinarian for rabies, distemper, hepatitis, leptospirosis, and
parvovirus (as appropriate to their age). A copy of Vaccination certificates must be submitted with show
entry. Originals should be on hand with owner at show. Distemper, hepatitis and leptospirosis are
contagious diseases and a booster shot is a must every 12 months.

A bitch in season must not be brought to the County Fair.

Dog leashes are to be 6 feet in length.

Exhibitors should dress according to regulations as may be presented by the County 4-H Office.

Each exhibitor may enter no more than three (3) dogs.

The performance of 4-H’ers and their dogs will be scored according to standard score sheets. In general,
American Kennel Club (AKC) rules will be used for obedience class evaluation. However, mixed parentage
dogs are welcome.

The Danish system will be used for awards (blue, red and white ribbons).

Dogs which receive a red or white ribbon at the County Fair may compete in the same class the following
year. Dogs that received a blue placing must move up to the next level. In obedience training, it is
important that the dog learn the exercise well before going on to the next training level.

Scoring — Ribbons will be awarded on the following basis:

Beginners and Graduate Beginners: Novice, Graduate Novice, Open and Utility:
Excellent (Blue) = 145to0 160 Excellent (Blue) = 170to 200

Very Good (Red) = 130tol44 Very Good (Red) = 150t0169

To break a tied score or to select the champion from the winners from several rings, the heeling exercise
will be used according to AKC rules.
Limping or injured dogs may be excused, at the judge's discretion.

Grooming and Handling A - For youth who are competing for their first time in Grooming and Handling at
County Fair.

Grooming and Handling B - For youth who have previously competed in Grooming and Handling at County
Fair. The Champion cannot compete with the same dog in future years.

Canine Good Citizenship Testing Class — 10 step test provided by AKC.

Costume Class - Dogs and handlers costumed to indicate a theme. No acts or skits allowed. Pairs may
show as a single unit. Judged on costuming originality and dog behavior.

Tricks - Dogs must do three tricks. Handlers must turn in card listing tricks to be done when registering.

10. Guiding Eye Puppy - Judged according to guiding eye regulations.



HORSE

The 4-H Horse Show will be held on Thursday, July 30, Friday, July 31, and Saturday, August 1. All youth who
are enrolled in the Broome County Horse Program prior to May 1, and who have met the requirements for
showing, are eligible to participate. Entries will be handled through the 4-H Horse Project Program
Development Committee and are due to the 4-H Office by July 17, 2009. The official entry form is in the 2009
4-H Horse Member Handbook. Entries are to be sent in by club.
